7. MUSIC REPERTOIRE & 
INSTRUMENTATION 

- All Competitors to play two traditional 
contrasting sets of tunes of own choice 

- one set must be of Welsh origin 
Junior 

- Maximum 3 tunes per set with no more 
than 2 variations/repetition per tune. 

- Maximum length of set 4 mins 
- Played on fiddle/violin or crwth 

Open: 
- Maximum 4 tunes per set with no more 

than 4 variations/repetition per tune. 
- Maximum length of set 5mins 
- Played on fiddle/violin or crwth 
 

8. ELIGIBILITY 
Junior 

- Any fiddler under the age of 16 on 6th 
September 2004 

Open 
- Open to all fiddlers 
 

9. ACCOMPANISTS 
No accompanists are allowed in both  
 
10. PRELIMINARY ROUNDS 
Six competitors from the Junior Competition and 6 
competitors from the Senior Competition, will be 
chosen to go through to the final.
